What is the William L.
Woolard Partner-in-Service pro-
gram? The program started in
2000 to honor our second Lions
Clubs International president
from North Carolina, William L.
Woolard, who was a great
humanitarian. This program
was designed to help meet the
long-term humanitarian needs
of the blind, visually and/or
hearing impaired of North
Carolina. It is the first and only
program supported by the Lions
that fund a NC Lions
Foundation “program and serv-
ices” endowment with 25 per-
cent of the funds going to the
current year’s budget and 75
percent going into the endow-
ment to fund future needs of
the blind, visually  and/or hear-
ing impaired. All donations to
this program are tax deductible.

This program has sever-
al levels, with the highest called
the Partner level. A person can
enter the program on the
Founder level with a $100
donation and can advance to
the Partner level with subse-
quent donations of $200 or

$250 until they reach a total of
$1,500 for the Partner level.
Appropriate recognition is given
for each level, with a lapel pin
and when the Partner level is
reached they will receive a pin,
plaque and a coin designed for
Bill Woolard’s campaign for
international president.

A person can become a
member on their own and they
do not have to be a Lion.
Another way is for a Lions club
to recognize and honor their

charter members, their outgoing
president and their Lions-of-the-
year with a membership.
