Have You Recruited Your New Member This Year?

Want to ensure your club
is actively recruiting new mem-
bers?

Add 50 cents per month
to your club dues from each
member for membership
recruitment. The money goes
into a special designated fund
and adds up month after month.

The Lion who brings the
next dues-paying member
receives the pot. With about 24
members in the average club in
District 31-F, this would be $12
per month in the fund.

Imagine how the money
would increase in a larger club!
Waiving Dues

If your club has a healthy
administrative fund, you've
heard of waiving initial dues for

new members. This is a time-
proven way to attrack new
members. But its’ also a time-
proven way to too easily get
new members who promptly
drop out when they have to
start paying dues.

How do you avoid this?

Ask the new member to
pay the $25 joining fee along
with their first quarter’s dues.
Only then will your club agree
to waive the person’s dues for a
certain period of time -- usually
three to six months.

Homesley continued.
“Look at what my role model,
Helen Keller, accomplished in
her life being both deaf and
blind. | cannot imagine a lot of
what she did as being possi-
ble.” It was Helen Keller who
gave the Lions their goal or
focus when at the 1925 Lions
International Convention, when
she asked the Lions “To be my
Knights of the Blind in my cru-
sade against darkness to pre-
vent curable blindness.”
All 1.3 million Lions around the
world are working to meet

Helen Keller's challenge; 5.2
million people in China have
had cataract surgery, 60 million
in South America and Africa
have been cured of “river blind-
ness”, over 300,000 eye profes-
sionals have been trained by
Lions. Yes, Lions of North
Carolina are going a long way
with funding of research proj-
ects at Duke, Wake Forest and
the University of North Carolina
at Chapel Hill. Lions Clubs
International Foundation is
ranked at the number one non-
governmental organization with
which to partner according to
the Financial Times. 100% of
the money raised for charity is
used for charity with no admin-
istrative expense.

Special Message from President Wirfs on Lions Haiti Relief Efforts

Dear Lions of the World,

It is with great sadness that
the world's attention is
focused on the devastating
earthquakes in Haiti that left
1.5 million homeless, up to
200,000 dead, and countless
injured and traumatized. It
will take years for the country
to fully recover, but we know
that Lions will be there every
step of the way.

will be traveling there to meet
with them beginning tomor-
row.

Naturally, the response by
Lions to LCIF's Lions Hope
for Haiti donation appeal has
been tremendous. Within
days, we have already mobi-
lized more than US$350,000.
By the time you receive this
email, | am sure it will be
even much, much more. But
we'll need millions more if we
are to help the country
rebuild, to provide homes for
the homeless, to rebuild

schools for the children, to
rehabilitate those left dis-
abled, and to help heal so
many shattered and broken
hearts. So please donate
what you can.

Lastly, | am extremely sad-
dened to report that two of
our Haitian Lions -- our family
-- have perished and other
Lions may have lost family
members. On behalf of
Lions the world over and
members of our international
board, we offer our sincere,
heartfelt condolences and
sympathies to our Lions fami-
ly who have suffered such
personal losses.

To our Lions family in Haiti, |
commit to you that the Lions
of the world will be there for
you today, tomorrow, next
week, next month, next year,
the year after that - and
again for as long as it takes.

North Carolina Lions
Clubs have launched a
statewide media campaign in
promoting the impact of its
member’s community service in
communities, towns and cities
throughout the state. NC Lions
are a part of Lions Clubs
International the world’s largest
service club organization with
more than 1.3 million members
in approximately 45,000 clubs
in more than 200 countries and
geographical areas around the
world. Since 1917, Lions clubs
have aided the blind and visual-
ly impaired and made a strong
commitment to community serv-
ice and serving youth through-
out the world.

NC Lions collectively in
the state offer services daily in
their communities with support
to projects that support those
less fortunate. Lions of NC own
and operate Camp Dogwood
for the Blind and Visually
Impaired recreational facility on
the banks of Lake Norman near
Sherrills Ford, NC. This approx-
imate 3.1 million dollar facility
will average 800 blind and visu-
ally impaired adults and chil-
dren campers during the Spring
and Summer months.

Lions of NC offer contin-
uous support with grants for
clinical eye research. Since
1990, NC Lions have made
grants totaling 1.9 million dol-
lars to Wake Forest University
Eye Center, NC Lions Pediatric
Eye Care Center at Duke
University, and the NC Lions
Diabetic Eye Care Center at
UNC-Chapel Hill.

Service grants include
the Visually Impaired Fishing
Tournament on the Outer Banks
of NC held on Columbus Day
each year. More than 500 visu-
ally impaired individuals take
part in a three day event that’s
filled with recreation, independ-
ent living skills, meals and lots
of fishing. Many other grants
are given to organizations with
service projects throughout the
state for youth and adults
including matching funds given
back to local NC clubs from the
NC Lions Foundation of approx-
imately $200,000 for various
needs in each Lions Club com-
munity.

It is a great example of
how community service through
Lions clubs is a rewarding activ-

ity that positively impacts the
lives of others. This media cam-
paign will reflect the efforts of
NC Lions and how the clubs ful-
fill needs in each community.

Lions Hope for Haiti has
mobilized more than US $1.5
million to date. Lions Hope for
Haiti is Lions and LCIF working
together to provide relief and
hope for the people of Haiti.
