Another area of great
concern is the apathy shown in
attending district functions such
as multi-zone meetings, cabinet
meetings and even our own dis-
trict convention.  This must
change.  We certainly have
those dedicated Lions who can
be counted on to be present at
these meetings…but it’s the
same Lions who always show
up at the meetings and who
carry most of the load.  We’re
not getting a majority of the rep-
resentation of our clubs to
attend these meetings. These
things need to change to make
us a healthier district and to
revitalize our enthusiasm and
dedication to Lionism.   As indi-
vidual clubs, we can do good
things….but uniting together as
a district… we can do GREAT
things for more people.  Isn’t
that why we’re Lions?  Isn’t that
our goal… to reach out and
help as many people as we can
who need our help?  Yes, we
need to do this in our own
