EFFECTIVE DATE February 22, 2010
Dear Eye Care Provider:

Since April 1, 2009, The Division of Services for the Blind’'s Medical Eye Care Program has
been providing the following limited services: eye exams, eye-related treatment/surgery of an emer-
gency nature, and some eye medications, such as glaucoma medications. (This does not include
injections such as Avastin, Lucentis, and Kenalog.)

We will continue to provide the above services, and on February 22, 2010, we will resume
sponsoring glasses for children and adults, contact lenses for medical necessity (medical diagnosis)
and cataract surgery. These following guidelines will apply until further notice. (Please note, this let-
ter applies to the MEDICAL EYE CARE PROGRAM ONLY, and not to our DSB Vocational
Rehabilitation Program. All other services provided by other programs continue to be fully available
to those who qualify.)

Prior approval for emergency services and cataract surgery will only be given by our State
Consulting Ophthalmologist, and the requests should be faxed for approval to your Division of
Services for the Blind district office. The Nursing Eye Care Consultants or other local staff are not
authorized to approve any emergency surgery or treatment or cataract surgery.

Since August 1, 2008, the Medical Eye Care Program'’s policies for cataract surgery are as
follows:

* Cataract surgery will not be approved on the first eye with better than 20/50 vision
unless the cataract is the posterior sub capsular type.

* Cataract surgery will be performed on the second eye, only under the following cir-
cumstances: If the visual acuity is 20/70 or worse and if medically necessary, as determined by our
State Consulting Ophthalmologist.

Authorizations will be issued for these services only. We are requesting your assistance in
submitting your bills promptly for payment in order to help us monitor and manage our expenditures.
If there are other changes we will notify you as soon as possible. Once again, we thank you for your
continued support. If you have any questions, please feel free to contact us at 919-733-9744 or toll-

has launched the e-Clubhouse
program. Designed with fill-in-the-
blank fields for even the least of
the Internet savvy, the e-
Clubhouse enables clubs to build
their own branded club Web site
equipped with social networking
tools and a password protected,
members only area. e-Clubhouse
will be rolled out in three phases.
The first phase, demonstrated at
the 92nd Lions Clubs International
Convention in Minneapolis and
available through the LCI Web site
now, offers clubs the ability to
develop a branded public Web
site. Phases two and three (time-
frame to be determined) will
release the social networking tools

and members only area.
Additionally, clubs will be able to
convert their existing LionWap
sites to the e-Clubhouse. This pro-
gram is developed by volunteer
lions combined in an organization
known as LionWAP and belongs to
Int'l.
